7. Halia carries Water - Hece ans Boagy

This slow and gentle song, which translates as ‘Halia is carrying water’, is about an
encounter between a young girl (Halia) and her beau (Ivan), full of flirtatious invitations,
accusations of deception, pleas and promises. Some of the lyrics - ‘Ivan follows her like a
periwinkle’ - might sound quite creepy, but they're actually well-intentioned: the
periwinkle (the light blue Vinka), in Ukrainian culture, symbolises loyalty and eternal
love.

Inspired by the singerin Zaitsa is the song here given a tempo boost.

8. Chervona Ruta - YepBoHa PyTa

Chervona Ruta — Ukraine’s pop song of resistance

Chervona Ruta is a song that always stirred up feelings of pride and resilience in
Ukraine. Now, it’s become an anthem of defiance — from the demonstrations on Maidan in
2013-14 to the makeshift bomb shelters and street protests in occupied territory.

Volodymyr Ivasiuk wrote Chervona Ruta in 1968. He wanted to express his love of his
native Ukraine in song. Ruta is Ukrainian for Rue, a green or yellow plant that according
to Ukrainian folklore gives a red bloom on the stroke of midsummer night. It is said that
anyone who graps the bloom at this moment can see hidden treasures. The song could
therefore be seen as a metaphor saying something like “Don’t search for hidden treasures,
we already have our treasure - our homeland, Ukraine”

It is probable that like many other composers and writers in Soviet Ukraine, Ivasiuk
had to use coded language to express himself to bypass Soviet editorial autorities.

9. Prayer for Ukraine - MonuTBa 3a YkpaiHy

Oleksandr Konysky wrote a patriotic poem in 1885 in Kyiv, at a time when the Imperial
Russian government suppressed the use of the Ukrainian language. The melody and a
choral setting were written by Mykola Lysenko, a composer who inspired a Ukrainian
national school of composition. The work grew popular as a hymn used in the services of
the various churches in Ukraine, including the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church and the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church.

By the time of the Russian Revolution and the ensuing War of Ukrainian
Independence 1917-1920, the “Prayer for Ukraine” dramatically rose in popularity as an
anthem used in official occasions. In 1998 it became by law “The Spiritual Anthem of
Ukraine”

This arrangement is based on Oleksandr Koshyts’ version for mixed choir.
